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Do you use a
booster seat for
your child or
grandchild? Are
you aware of the
Changes To Child
Car Seat Law?

Until recently UK law stated that all
children must use the correct seat when
travelling in a car until they are 12 years
old or 135cm tall. New regulations which
to came into effect in December 2016
have changed that, meaning backless
booster seats will only be approved for
older children.

WHAT ARE THE NEW RULES?

Under the new rules, backless booster
seats or booster cushions will only be
approved for use by children taller than
125cm and weighing more than 22kg. Until
this change children as young as 3, or
15kg, were able to use a bacaless booster
seat. The new rules mean backless
booster seats are no longer approved for
young children.

DO I HAVE TO BUY A NEW SEAT?
The new child car seat regulations came
into effect in December 2016, but these
will only apply to new products. This
means that if you®e looking to buy a
booster seat after the regulation change,
youdl see that they@e only approved for
children over 125cm or 22kg. If youde
got an existing booster seat you will be
able to use it without breaking any rules,
but it is recommended that you buy your
child a high-backed booster seat which
can offer more protection in a side-
impact crash situation.
